The cost of the seminar is £50.00 . The alternative is to travel to ACU Headquarters at  Rugby on a Monday .    Our instructors  are  ACU approved and trained . The seminar takes four  hours concluding in  a short test covering the points of the lecture . It is purely class room  based . It covers all aspects of  safety ,  machine preparation and clothing as per the ACU hand book . After the  ACU Seminar you will be introduced to the Chief Marshall and  Chief Technical Officer who will offer advice and answer questions

Only three motorcycle clubs use this circuit . Knockhill By Dunfermline 10mile  North from the Forth Road Bridge 

At all our meetings competitors receive Two ten minute practise sessions on Saturday  and five races for each class over the weekend 
Croft all modern machines and  sidecars and Classics  get two races per day  -  
East Fortune/ Knockhill  All classes get  Five  ten lap races over the weekend   

For club racing compare us with other clubs and you will find that you get more competitive track time with the NEMCRC for less entry fees    . Entry fees vary  depending on circuit hire costs  but  we are very  competitive with other clubs  .Costs do  rise each year and circuits are expensive to hire
